Minutes of October 13, 2004 Meeting





Treasurer’s Report - Gayle Williams





The Alliance has about $2,100 in the bank, although we owe the girls’ program about $300.





We earned $1,430 in last year’s All Sports Auction. Of that, $246.64 has been spent.  The remainder is being held in a separate account set up by the Sports Boosters.  Lindy will call Kathy Krips to find out about getting that money from them.





There are still some players who have not paid for the Fall League - we are short $340.00.  Coach Brandenburg requested a list of names and offered to call the players and/or their parents about payment. Fred will also send email reminders to those families who have yet to pay.





A question was raised about the cost of running the program each year.  There are no fixed expenses for the team. It all depends on which activities the team participates.  Coach Brandenburg stated that he and his assistants will need to purchase RHS gear this year, and possibly will buy some for the players.  No trip is planned this year, but it is a possibility for next year.  Coach does plan to participate in a summer camp such as the UW camp or one similar this year and he mentioned that he would like to have more basketball activities for the boys during the off season than has been done in the past.





Coach Brandenburg Report





Coach introduced himself and his assistants:  Chase Young, Head JV Coach; Zach Johnson (not present), Head Freshman/Soph Team Coach;  Anthony Kelly, Assistant JV Team Coach; Chris Wight, Assistant Freshman/Sophomore Team Coach. Each assistant introduced himself and told the parents a little bit about their background.  Chase and Chris are Roosevelt grads who earned basketball scholarships and played college ball.  Anthony earned a football scholarship to UW, but basketball has been his first love.





The boys’ program will have 3 teams this year:  Varsity, Junior Varsity, and a Freshman/Sophomore team.  We plan on approximately 12 players per team or 36 players total this year, as opposed to about 40 last year.  The main reason for 3 teams instead of 4 is the difficulty scheduling enough practice time.  Also, Coach would like to be actively involved with all of the teams and it would not be possible for him to attend 4 practices.  Varsity will practice alone from 3 - 5 p.m. and the JV and Freshman/Soph teams will practice together from 5:30 - 7:30 p.m.  There will be a 5 - 5:30 period to work on conditioning and agility for all players.





The team focus will be on defense, defense and more defense.  The coaches will work on developing fundamental skills of all players, especially the younger ones so they are prepared for varsity when that time comes.  Coach Brandenburg stated that he is not a big believer in having swing players as it limits their play time on the team they should be playing on and has them sitting on the bench most of the other game.  He would like each player to play for the team they qualify for.  The players will always be made aware of where they stand on the team, including playing time.  The coaches are happy to speak with parents, but will not discuss the issue of playing time with them.  Parents are encouraged to discuss this with their child.  All players will be responsible for caring for their own uniforms this year.





Coach Brandenburg is putting together a player’s handbook that will include information on coaches, the RHS basketball philosophy and what is expected of all players.  Coach mentioned that he is looking for individuals who get along with others, who are coachable, who are loyal and trustworthy and especially will emphasize effort and attitude.  The subject of drinking and/or drug use by players has been a subject of concern to some parents.  Any drug use by a player will result in him being removed from the team.  Drinking by a player that can be verified will result in some sort of suspension from the team, depending on what the school district policy is.  Academics will also be emphasized and some thought is being given to having a homework area at practice.  Anthony Kelly mentioned that the UW will provide tutors free of charge if requested and he will look into this for us.





Officers/Coordinators





The Alliance officers and activity coordinators proposed in the agenda emailed to parents previously were elected.  Lisa Petersen and Bert Gallant agreed to coordinate the end of season award banquet, but we are still looking for volunteers to head the season game program and coordinate the concession stand. The list of elected officers and coordinators is list at the end of the minutes.





A discussion was held regarding having the players man the concession stand instead of the parents.  The overall feeling was that the players themselves should be more involved in the fund raising for all three teams.





Sports Auction - Kendall Aberg





The 2nd annual auction will be held on January 29, 2005.  Kendall emphasized that the money raised from this event goes directly to the team - it is totally separate from the Sports Boosters’ fund, which requires that teams request money and be approved for the need stated.  This year, procurements will be split 50/50 between the team and the Sports Boosters.  The auction raised $40,000 last year.





Green & Gold Night





Green & Gold Night will be on 11/23/04.  Some changes will be made to the program, including participation by the girls’ team this year.  We believe they will be participating in the alumni game.  Discussion about whether to continue the Wall of Fame and general agreement was that it should continue.  Also discussed was the need to involve more of the alumni, especially older alums, and get input from them as to who should be inducted.





Season Game Program - Lindy Odland





Lindy has done all of the work putting together this year’s football program, and also has procured advertising for the upcoming basketball program in the amount of approximately $3,000.  All money raised is split 50/50 with the girls’ basketball program and a coordinator is needed to work with them on their advertising procurements and input into the program.  Currently, the program costs $3.00 each to produce.  General consensus was that we need to lower the price to about $1.00 to encourage more sales.  Both the Abergs and Coach Brandenburg mentioned possible sources of donated printing and they will follow up on that.  Also, Anthony Kelly volunteered to have his wife Tonia look into some type of plaque to thank our major advertisers.





Misc.





The monthly meeting day for the Alliance was discussed. Wednesdays were not good. Other days were discussed, 2nd Monday or 2nd Tuesday. The complete school calendar will be consulted to minimize conflicts to establish a day for the Alliance meeting. Coach Brandenburg will look into getting space at the school to hold future meetings.





A discussion was held about the cost of student admission to home games and the number of students turned away at the door for lack of money.  Coach Brandenburg offered to speak to Mike Scott about what options exist to subsidize student attendance at home games.





Various fundraising activities were discussed, one of them being selling RHS gear at home games.
