Spring and Summer Basketball Commitments

Bart is working on finding gym time for the spring and summer.  Bart mentioned that Seattle University has a spring league that he will look into for the team.  Bart is hopeful that Tony Conti will coach the spring league.  Bart mentioned that he will have the players get AAU cards/memberships.  The fee is $10 and you are covered under a blanket insurance policy for any gym.  Bart is working with the WAKE AAU team to purchase a “shooting machine”.  Through a donation from the WAKE, the RHS BBA will only have to cover approximately $1,000 of the total cost.  The machine would be the property of the RHS boy’s basketball team and if other teams wanted to use the equipment, there would be a fee.  The machine is a very effective training tool as it allows players to shoot many balls in rapid succession. 
Bart wants the team to play in a tournament over Christmas break next year.  We discussed traveling out of the Seattle area next year as we played a tournament in town this year.  Suggestions were made to keep the location close enough so that the team didn’t have to fly, which would greatly reduce the cost.  Some suggestions were, Vancouver, B.C., Victoria or Oregon.  Bart will spend more time looking into this in the off season. 
More information will be coming on spring and summer basketball once the season is over.

We talked about having the game against Franklin on Friday, February 4th be free to RHS students. After talking with Athletic Boosters President, Kathy Kripps, she suggested we reduce the price from $4.00 to $2.00 for this game.  We have been reducing the cost of admission for the mid-week games.
