Marcus Williams and Chris Chase combined for 59 points as the fifth-ranked Roughriders (19-5) left nothing to chance in a loser-out victory. Williams, a 6-7 senior, had 32 points — topping the 30-point mark for the 12th time this season — eight assists, five rebounds, four steals and two blocks. Chase, a 6-4 senior, added a season-high 27 points, 10 rebounds, four assists, two steals and two blocks. 

"We killed it," Chase said. "A lot of it was our defense. We were just feeding off our defense. We were seeing eye-to-eye. If we work together, nobody's going to stop us." 

Roosevelt needs one victory for its first state berth since 1987. Marcus Holmes of Garfield (12-11) hit 7 of 12 three-point attempts and scored 21 points, a season high. The Bulldogs' leading scorer, Ramiyo Bacani, had 10 before fouling out with 4:37 left.
